Laura will email the CAC 
members the 2nd draft for your review. The 3rd draft of the 
CHA will be the final draft that we will review for approval.

CHIP Updates 
 
Communications, Benefits, Transportation CHIP – Laura 
Williams shared that the group is reviewing the latest 
update of the Advanced Health Member Handbook. Also, 
Laura shared that 211info asked to do a webinar on how 
to use their services for the Curry CAC.  Discussion was 
had, and the CAC members decided that they did not think 
this was a good time for a webinar from 211info.  
 
Prevention Services CHIP – Dori Statton announced that 
the Curry Community Health Advisory Board met in 
February and will meet again in Gold Beach at the Blue 
Room in April.

Gordon Clay shared that he has found a way to compare 
(and show trends) the Healthy Teen Survey results with 
the Wellness Survey results.  Gordon reported that 
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hopelessness, suicidality, and suicide attempts have gone 
up in 8th and 11th graders every year in Oregon since 2009. 
 In the past two years, in Curry County, the suicide 
attempts have gone down.  The data reports can be found 
on Gordon’s website at zeroattempts.org/charts.

2018 preliminary kindergarten assessment results 
that show correlation with 3rd grade skills. This 
year, for the first time, there is a group of students 
who have taken both the kindergarten assessment 
and the 3rd grade assessment. Although there is 
only one year of data, the results confirm that if 
we can support children to be ready for success 
when they enter kindergarten, they are more 
likely to be on track in 3rd grade. Kindergarten 
assessment results, including district-specific data, 
are available at:
