Update from the
Oregon Health
authority (OHA)

1. CCO0.2 OHA convened a CCO 2.0 stakeholder webinar
on August 22 to share the latest information abut the or-
ganizations that will be serving OHP members starting
in Jan. 2020. OHA shared its communication plan for
members with changes to their CCO choices, the next
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steps in the CCO awards process, and what stakehold-
ers and provider can do support members during this
transition.

2. The Oregon office of rural health has released their
2019 report on Oregon Areas of unmet health care
needs (AUCHN).
