Dale Hodges voiced concern that there may be a backlog of 
food at Food Share due to a distribution issue.  Dale also noted 
that he thought the CAC’s recommendation for use of bicycles 
should be that bicycles should be incorporated as a mode of 
transportation in addition to physical activity.  
 
Linda Morris had questions about the status of Covid 19 vaccine 
distribution which prompted a discussion and information shar-
ing from Anthony Anton, Coos County Public Health Director, 
Coos Health & Wellness. Anthony shared that several drive-up 
vaccine clinics have been held and more are scheduled. He re-
ported that Coos County does have some Johnson & Johnson 
vaccines, but a limited supply at this time.  Anthony shared that 
they are tracking the demographics of people getting the vac-
cine and have noticed that the Hispanic population is behind. 
Because of this, special town hall meetings and targeted out-
reach, including social media campaign, is being launched to 
help the Hispanic population get vaccinated. Dr. Sharman, Chief 
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Medical Officer at Advanced Health, shared that Advanced 
Health has been reaching out to our more vulnerable members 
that need the vaccine.  
 
Chris Nevin wondered why Coos County was higher risk than 
Lane County where the population is much larger. Discussion 
about reasons why included improper mask-wearing and lack of 
mask-wearing in Coos County as well as social gatherings and 
karaoke event where Covid was spread.  
 
Ruby Phillips shared that she is working on an article for the 
CHIP newsletter about the negative effects of sugar. 
 
Daniel Wells voiced support for the bike idea and shared that he 
has experience with Bike Share programs in other cities. Anna 
Marie Slate agreed that a bike share program is needed. Jim 
Gardner noted that Nike has Bike Share/Rentals in other Ore-
gon counties that we could learn about. 
 
Avery wondered if Coos County, Advanced Health, Advanced 
Health CAC, or any Community Partners would qualify for any 
available stimulus money. Avery encouraged those present to 
check to see if their organization may qualify. 
 

OHA UPDATE 

Nat Jacobs, OHA Innovator Agent, reviewed their monthly report 
for the CAC: 

Homecare Workers (HCWs) Transportation for Individuals to Access 

Vaccines The Aging and People with Disabilities (APD) Unit of the 

Oregon Department of Human Services (ODHS) released a policy 

relating to the transportation of individuals in long term care 

facilities for the purpose of gaining access to COVID vaccines. 

During the COVID-19 emergency,  Homecare Workers (HCWs) and 

In-Home Care Agencies (IHCAs) will be permitted to transport 

individuals receiving in-home services or State Plan Personal Care 

to and from a vaccination site or clinic. They are also permitted to 

stay with the individual throughout the process. Authorized service 

hours should be utilized to complete these tasks, although exceptions 

for up to three hours may be authorized through local offices. Mileage 

may also be authorized if the HCW or OHCA is providing the 

transportation in the provider’s vehicle. 

 

Change for Compact of Free Association Citizens Compact of Free 

Association (COFA) citizens are now eligible for OHP Plus benefits, 

Medicare Savings Program (MSP), Long-Term Care (LTC) services, 

and Hospital Presumptive Eligibility (HPE) COFA citizens are from 

the Federated States of Micronesia, the Republic of the Marshall 

Islands, the Republic of Palau and are free to travel, work, and live 

in the United States through a Compact of Free Association 
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(COFA) with the U.S. government. Previously, COFA adult citizens 

did not meet non-citizen requirements and therefore, were only eligible 

for CAWEM or CAWEM Plus benefits. As a result, COFA citizens 

were also ineligible for MSP, LTC services, and medical through HPE.

gon.pdf . That plan prioritizes health care workers to receive the initial 

doses of vaccine available in Oregon followed by long term care facili-

ties. Oregon Health Authority is convening a panel of experts to make 

further decisions about how to prioritize available doses.  Individuals 

will need 2 doses to be protected.  Only adults will be eligible for vac-

cination, as there have not been clinical trials done with children yet.
