We use Cookies to recognize and count new visitors and to 
acquire aggregate information that lets us analyze traffic 
patterns and enhance performance and functionality of the 
website. The most important use for cookies is to eliminate 
the need for you to re-enter your information every time 
you visit the website. 

 
We store information we collect through log files to create a 
profile of our users. Log files record internet protocol (IP)
